NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY/NOTICE OF INTENT TO ADOPT
AN INITIAL STUDY/MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION FOR
THE PROPOSED REDMONT PUMP STATION REPLACEMENT PROJECT

The City of Los Angeles Department of Water and Power (LADWP) is proposing to replace the existing
Redmont Pump Station, located in the community of Sunland of the City of Los Angeles, Los Angeles
County, California, with a new pump station, also located in the community of Sunland. As the Lead
Agency under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the LADWP has prepared an Initial
Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) which evaluates the potential environmental effects of
the proposed project.

Project Location: The existing Redmont Pump Station is located at 10503 Redmont Avenue in the
community of Sunland of the City of Los Angeles. The site includes the pump station itself, as well as
the existing Redmont Reservoir, an underground, covered reservoir which pumps water to the Highway
Highland and Apperson Tanks, located approximately 3.5 miles southeast and 2.0 miles east of site,
respectively. The proposed replacement pump station site is located at 10709 North Tujunga Canyon
Boulevard, approximately 1,500 linear feet northwest of the existing pump station site. Two underground
water pipelines, approximately 1,500 linear feet in length each, would be placed in a shared Right-of-Way
(ROW) along North Tujunga Canyon Boulevard to connect the proposed replacement station to the
existing Redmont Reservoir’s water distribution system.

Project Description. Under the proposed project, the LADWP would: (1) construct and operate a new
water pump station to replace the existing Redmont Pump Station; (2) construct and operate two new
underground water pipelines; and, (3) remove the existing Redmont Pump Station upon completion of the
replacement pump station and its associated pipelines.

The proposed replacement pump station site is approximately 20,255 square feet in size. It is comprised
of three vacant parcels that have been owned by the Los Angeles County Flood Control District since
1953. The “footprint” of the proposed replacement pump station would be approximately 2,500 square
feet in size, with 129 linear feet of frontage along North Tujunga Canyon Boulevard and 180 linear feet of
frontage along Hillrose Street. The proposed replacement pump station would be approximately 20 feet
high, and its fagade would be designed to blend-in with the overall character of the surrounding
community. The pump station would house five water pumps, a work and control room, switchgear
mechanical control cabinets, and a restroom. A diesel fuel tank for emergency operation of the water
pumps would additionally be constructed adjacent to the proposed replacement pump station.
Construction of the proposed replacement pump station would take an estimated 12 months to complete.
A maximum construction crew of nine workers would be needed for an estimated 78 working days, and
an average construction crew of six workers per working day would be needed throughout all
construction phases. Operational activities associated with the proposed replacement station would
typically include one site visit per week by existing LADWP personnel for routine inspection,
maintenance, testing and repair.

The proposed replacement pump station would require the construction and operation of two underground

pipelines to connect to the existing Redmont Reservoir’s water system, including one pipeline for water
supply and one pipeline for discharge. The proposed pipelines would be placed in a shared ROW which

would traverse North Tujunga Canyon Boulevard; the ROW would be approximately 1,500 feet long,
four feet wide and 60 inches (five feet) deep. The proposed pipelines would be 20 inches in diameter
each, and would have a maximum operating pressure of 195 pounds per square inch gauge (psig). Final
placement of the pipelines would be designed to avoid existing underground utilities and infrastructure.
Construction of the proposed pipelines would take an estimated 30 working days to complete, with
multiple activities occurring simultaneously. Construction activities would include pipeline trenching,
stringing and placement, trench backfilling and compaction, road resurfacing/repaving, and post-
construction testing, inspection and commissioning. The pipeline construction zone would typically be an
estimated 400 feet in length. An estimated 40 linear feet of the parallel pipelines would be installed per
day. One traffic lane along North Tujunga Canyon Boulevard would be provided for at all times.
Following construction, on-site activities associated with operation of the pipelines would include
periodic inspection and testing, typically once per week, by existing LADWP personnel.

Once the replacement pump station and its associated pipelines are operational, the existing pump station
would be removed. The existing pump station site is approximately 2,000 square feet in size. The
“footprint” of the existing pump station itself is approximately 625 square feet in size, and is
approximately 20 feet high. Removal of the existing station would involve multiple activities occurring
simultaneously; the primary removal activities would include removal of the station’s pumps, piping,
electrical and mechanical equipment, and demolition of the station’s roof, walls and footings. Removal of
the existing station would take an estimated 15 working days to complete. Following removal of the
pump station, activities at the site would be limited to periodic inspection and maintenance of the existing
Redmont Reservoir by existing LADWP personnel

Public Review Period. The IS/MND is being made available for public review for a period of 30 days
beginning January 15, 2008 and concluding February 13, 2008. The electronic version of the IS/MND
may be viewed at the following website address:

Monument, Enhance Recreation and Protect Wilderness

The San Gabriel Mountains are an irreplaceable natural resource and the iconic backdrop to our
foothill communities. Located in the Angeles National Forest and San Gabriel Mountains
National Monument, these are our public lands and we can have a say in how they are protected
and managed.

Sometimes the public faces degraded facilities or closed
recreational areas. The Forest Service, the agency that manages our federal public lands in the
San Gabriel Mountains, has traditionally had little funding for visitor services or visitor




education, law enforcement, trail signage, trash pickup, or programs aimed at youth, kids and
families. We are working to change all of this. We need your support to be successful.

Complete the San Gabriel Mountains National Monument

On October 10, 2014 the President created the San Gabriel Mountain National Monument.
National, recognizing the national importance of our backyard mountain range and its unique
relationship to urban southern California. How is it going so far? The new designation is helping
to make the Monument a higher federal funding priority and it is attracting millions of dollars in
private support from non-profits like the Forest Foundation. Chronic problems are beginning to
be addressed by the Forest Service as it hires more staff, re-opens visitor centers, improves trash
pickup and gets more rangers in the field. The Forest Service is making innovative plans to
improve the visitor experience in the highly popular areas along San Gabriel River north of
Azusa that are currently in terrible shape. Administratively, it makes no sense to have our nearby
National Forest divided into two sections, one with more resources and a new management
direction and one with less above the foothill communities of Pasadena, La Canada, La
Crescenta and Tujunga

A new management plan being developed for the National Monument that should address
innovative approaches like transit to trails. We hope to see more programs for youth and
families. Expanding the Monument could also give us more leverage in opposing high speed rail

Permanently Protecting Wilderness

No one can make new Wilderness; we can only better protect what we have. In order that some
of our public lands remain forever in their natural, undeveloped state in 1964 Congress
established a highly protective land designation called Wilderness. A Wilderness is a section of
federal public land (think National Forest in our case) that is managed to preserve its natural
character entirely free of all roads, buildings and infrastructure (including high speed rail).
Wilderness is the best protection there is for native plants and animals, including ones that are
threatened and endangered, and shy creatures like the nelson’s bighorn sheep. Wilderness
prohibits infrastructure likes roads and powerlines that can be source of destructive wildfires.
Wilderness protects scenic vistas and enhances all forms of non-mechanized recreation from
hiking and horse riding to picnicking and fishing. Care is taken in designing Wilderness so it has

little to no impéct on mechanized recreation.

The San Gabriel Mountains have a long and successful history with Wilderness with five major
areas currently protected but the wilderness system is not complete. The challenge is that it takes
an act of Congress to established new Wilderness Areas. Join us in asking that Congress extend
wilderness protections to all of the major pristine, undeveloped backcountry in the in the San
Gabriel Mountains to keep them that way for us and future generation to enjoy. We need support
from business and community groups to get Congress to Act. Congressmember Steve Knight



(Republican from Palmdale) recently got the ball rolling with a 70,000 acres wilderness bill
covering the proposed Castaic Mountain Wilderness in the northwestern Angeles National Forest
between I-5 and CA 14.

Permanently Protect Rivers and Watersheds

We are also working to protect rivers and watersheds from roads and infrastructure in a way
similar to the way Wilderness protects pristine National Forest landscapes. Example waterways
recommend for Wild & Scenic protection are the upper sections of the San Gabriel River and
Little Rock Creek. This protective designation requires the Forest Service maintain the natural
character of rivers and develop a plan to protect habitat for fish and amphibians. Again, we need
to demonstrate broad public support to have a chance of getting Congress to act to establish Wild
& Scenic Rivers in the San Gabriel Mountains.

Chronic problems are beginning to be addressed
by the Forest Service as it hires more staff, re-opens visitor centers, improves trash pickup and
gets more rangers in the field. National recognition of our local mountains has moved them up as
a funding priority and has attracted millions of dollar in private funding to do more. We believe
that the National Monument and its benefits should be extended to the National Forest land
above Sunland, Tujunga and La Crescenta and throughout the San Gabriel Mountain range. Over
the next few years a management plan for our new National Monument is being written with
public input. We are hopeful that the plan will address the potential environmental damage of
three proposed high speed rail routes through our mountains and oppose their construction.

We join you in supporting the establishment of additional Wilderness Areas in the Angeles
National Forest and San Gabriel Mountains National Monument to better protect our pristine,
totally undeveloped National Forest backcountry and Wild & Scenic Rivers to protect our
watersheds. No one can make new wilderness and open space; we can only better protect what
we have. Wilderness Areas are managed to preserve their natural character forever, preserving
habitat for wildlife and wild nature for human being to enjoy. Wilderness Areas allow for no
infrastructure, prohibiting everything from roads to high speed rail.

We join San Gabriel Mountains Forever in asking Congress to take the appropriate actions to
better protect the San Gabriel Mountains and to enhance recreational opportunities.
