Item 9. Representative Announcements and Reports:

Dean Madeline Hernandez, LA Mission College — Enrollment for the Spring semester begins in February. There will be
classes in Engineering / draftsmanship, History, Political Science and other subjects. There will be an event at the ST
Campus on January 24" to assist students with registering for classes, and providing financial aid information.

Gloria Caloca, Tujunga SLO, LAPD — The December statistics show crime is down 17% in Sunland and 15% in Tujunga.
A new problem with ID theft by door to door salespeople has been reported in the area. The salespeople offer free
services and collect personal information. The victim is not aware until they get their tax bill and see the property has a
lien for contracting services. These liens have ranged from $10,000 to $100,000. There are legitimate rebate programs
but it is important to do research before contracting for these services. President Sanchez thanks SLO Caloca for
providing additional security for the Hanukkah in the Foothills event.

Arturo Garcia, Office of Assembly Member Luz Rivas — would like to mention several bills from Assembly Member
Rivas that became law this year. 1) AB 1313 prohibits secondary schools from withholding transcripts for unpaid debt.
2) AB 1845 will add a member of the Department of Education to the Governor’s homeless task force to inform the task
force about issues faced by homeless students. 3) AB 1127 allows intra-district transfer of a student who has been
bullied at their old school if there is room in another district. Reminds audience that the Assembly Member has staff to
help with any problems constituents may have with any state agency. You can call her office at (818) 504-3911.

Ardem Tajerian, Branch Manager Sunland Tujunga Public Library — Unfortunately despite a long effort to save the
oak tree in front of the library, it has to be removed because it is a safety hazard. There will be 3 oak trees planted to
replace the tree. There is going to be a Tree Celebration Ceremony to remember this tree on Monday January 13" at
9am. There will be poems read by Pamela Shea and Alice Perot.

Eve Sinclair, Area Director for Councilwoman Monica Rodriguez — The North Hills RV parking facility has been open for
a year and has been a success. Of the 108 participants, 48 got housing. There are now open spots in the facility if
anyone knows of someone living in an RV. The Sylmar Women’s shelter is opening in April and now has a 200 person
waiting list. There is going to be a permanent supportive housing development for Veterans in Lake View Terrace
opening in February. Applications for speed bumps open at 7:55 a.m. on January 29th, she suggests putting in a request
as soon as possible that day since there are only 35 projects per council district. The LADOT will survey the streets and
decide where the speed bumps should go. 20 dead trees have been removed from Sunland Tujunga. Contact the
council office if you know of a dead tree that should be removed. Director Sinclair reminds the audience of the annual
Valentine Senior event hosted by the Councilwoman every year. The Councilwoman is also going to pay for a table /
shade structure for the Finn Community Garden.

Jason Maruca, Field Deputy for LA County Supervisor Kathryn Barger -- Supervisor Barger is going to be the chair of
the LA County Board of Supervisors this year. Her main focus will be finding immediate temporary housing for
homeless people. She is looking at a variety of options, including the private sector. This subject will be on the Board’s
agenda often. Reminds the audience the annual homeless count is on January 21%. This count is vital to let the City
and County know where the problems are. Q&A: President Sanchez askes about the status of Camp Louis Roth. As
far as Deputy Maruca knows it is still being studied for the cost of cleaning the site. He agrees to provide a more
detailed update next month.

Gibson Nyambura, DONE Advisor — DONE will be sending an email shortly explaining the board member removal /
censure process. DONE is also working on a social media policy newsletter with advice from the City Attorney with how
board members should handle issues relating to the upcoming election cycle. Done is also working on a manual and a
handbook for board member reference. He reminds the board that all minutes from general, special and committee




meetings should be reviewed for accuracy and posted. All STNC committee members need to be approved by the
board. The City is beginning training on how to use city technology to ascertain issues in the NC. The LA GeoHub

application tracks many city services such as 311 requests. The first class will be in South Los Angeles on Jan 22™.

STNC opposes removing local control. Currently the City of Los Angeles is a two branch
system, Executive Branch and Legislative Branch, which allows checks and balances
through the City Council having the authority to pass ordinances and the Office of the
Mayor to have veto powers. In section 231(i) the mayor has the power to declare local
emergencies and the Administrative code under Division 8, Chapter 3, Sec(s) 8.27,8.28,
8.30, and 8.32 dictates how that power will be administered.



MOTION

Expanded Executive Powers During a
Local Homelessness State of Emergency

Homelessness is the crisis of our time. Though our City family is dedicated to addressing this
crisis, the very structure of our City government limits our effectiveness, and does not allow for
the crisis-level response required.

Our City was designed to diffusely distribute executive power amongst boards, commissions,
and fifteen different council districts. Though this structure has benefits when it comes deferring
to local interests in terms ofneighborhood character and providing many checks and balances on
the executive, this structure comes at the expense of the City’s ability to approach a citywide
crisis with a centralized emergency-level response.

On average, 150 people fall into homelessness in Greater Los Angeles per day. This year, one
thousand individuals experiencing homelessness are projected to perish on our streets. A crisis of
this speed and scale cannot he adequately addressed fifteen different ways in fifteen different
districts of the City, even if every one of those fifteen power structures is working in their own
way to address the issue. This emergency requires a centralized and streamlined response, a
FEMA-like response. It also requires executive powers and executive leadership so that a fast-
moving, command and control process can quickly develop the homelessness infrastructure this
City needs without being constrained by the many bureaucratic hurdles standing in our way.

It should not take two years to convert a City-owned library into homeless bridge housing.
Empty buildings offered up as winter shelters should not be derailed by obscure parts of
government codes. The confines of our government structure hamstring an adequate response to
the greatest crisis of homelessness we have ever seen.

Ifyou ask residents of Los Angeles, “Who is in charge of solving the City government’s portion
of Homelessness in L.A.?” you will get a dozen different answers. Is it the Mayor? Is it the City
Council President? Is it the Chair of the Homelessness Committee? Or the Councilmember in
your district? The answer to this question should not be up for debate and should he able to be
answered by all Angelenos.

These challenges necessitate the ability for the City to grant emergency powers to a centralized
decision-making authority in order to effectuate a FEMA-like response to crises such as
homelessness. The Office of the Mayor has declared that they should be responsible for
addressing this crisis as the Executive Branch of this City. Structurally, this makes sense. It is
now time that the City Council give the Mayor the structural powers to make good on that
commitment and enable the emergency response Angelenos want.

| THEREFORE MOVE that the City Attorney, with the assistance of the City Administrative
Officer and Chief Legislative Analyst, be requested to draft an ordinance for a new section 8,33
to be added to the Administrative Code covering local emergencies that would authorize the Los
Angeles City Council to declare a Local Homelessness State of Emergency, renewed annually,
which would provide full authority to the Mayor to site homeless housing, re-zone select parcels
for the use of homeless housing, develop a network of public restroom facilities, and establish
and approve safe parking locations, and additionally enable the Mayor to suspend any City
regulatory provision where the Mayor determines and declares that strict compliance with any
statute, order, rule, or regulation would in any way prevent, hinder, or delay the swift approval of
sites selected for homeless housing, public restrooms, or safe parking.

| FURTHER MOVE that the City Attorney, with the assistance of the City Administrative
Officer and Chief Legislative Analyst, be requested to report back within 30 days on which of
these changes can be implemented immediately by ordinance, which may require a vote by
public ballot, and which may require a change in state law in order to enable the Los Angeles
City Council to delegate the land use and public right ofway authorities to the Mayor included in
the proposed newr code section 8.33 when a Local Homelessness State of Emergency is declared.

I FURTHER MOVE that a Homelessness Response Division be immediately established,
consisting of three, physically co-located units: (1) the already formed Unified Homelessness
Response Center (UHRC) that handles day-to-day encampment outreach and management (2) a
newly formed homelessness infrastructure expedite group with dedicated staff on loan from all
pertinent departments with a role in the siting and approval of homeless housing, restrooms, and
safe parking, including but not limited to, HC1D, HACLA, DCP, LAFD, DWP, DBS, DOT,
Public Works (BOE, BSS, LASAN). CAO, and CLA and that those staff be granted approval
authority for any and all permits necessary and (3) a newly formed homelessness policy unit
devoted to proactively researching, writing, and proposing policy change for City Council
consideration, consisting of dedicated staff on loan from HCED, HACLA, DCP. LAFD, DWP,
DBS, DOT, Public Works (BOE, BSS, LASAN), RAP, CAO, and CLA.
