Eight (8) Geographical Representatives shall be elected from stakeholders who live (either
homeowner, renter, or other fixed living arrangement), work, or own property in each of the
following districts within the STNC boundary area. Region 3:

North-East Tujunga Region: North of Foothill Boulevard, from the eastern STNC domain boundary
west to Commerce Avenue and Seven Hills Drive.

Two (2) Geographical Representative shall represent each region. Geographical Representatives
shall represent the interests of the

stakeholders within their region. Geographical Representative shall maintain lines of communication
with the various neighborhoods, businesses, and other organizations operating within their districts.
Geographical Representatives shall actively outreach to stakeholder groups and individuals within
their regions. One Geographical Representative from each region shall attend all Outreach
Committee meetings.

Region boundaries shall be based upon population density, distinct neighborhoods within the
community, and distribution of diverse populations and interests. It is expected that region
boundaries may need to be changed over time, and that these changes will be made by means of
bylaws amendments.

President Grant notes that the Board is working hard getting transition funding in place, and new STNC
credit cards. The STNC overall budget will be $32,000. Someone has been hacking her emails, if it does not
have the STNC name in it do not respond. Board members Anthony and Brandy Diaz have resigned because
they are moving to Texas for a job opportunity. These positions are now open for new volunteers. The STNC
may need to hire office help and also needs to find a new minute taker. There were several Memorial Day
events attended by board members including at Sunland Park, and at Glen Haven Memorial Park, Sylmar.
Jon von Gunten agrees to be the timer for tonight’s meeting.

Item 4, Comments by Elected Officials / Representatives, DONE, City Departments

SLO Gloria Caloca, Tujunga - SLO Contreras is on vacation so she will do the reports for both Tujunga and
Sunland. Crime is generally down 1% in Tujunga but property crime is up 9.7% auto theft up 23%. Sunland
crime is down 12% overall, with a 20% increase in property crime. Usually there is more crime in the
summer when more people are out. There have been quite a few pick-up trucks stolen in Tujunga. She has
been working with the MEU unit and the City Attorney regarding the situation on the 6500 block of Foothill.
The signage on Marnice Ave. helped, but also moved the problem to other areas. Regarding the problem
firework houses, wants to clarify the City Attorney’s office will be writing letters to these houses. Citations
cannot be issued because a Police officer needs to witness the crime; even videotape evidence is
problematic when it comes to issuing citations. She tried the fireworks complaint section of the LACity.org
website and it works.

Q&A:
Q: By Board Member Freeman: Does the firework reporting work using the 311 app?
A: Did not try this, so does not know.

Sargent Jesse Ojeda, Foothill Community Relations, LAPD — He had a meeting with the Police Commission
regarding response time for non-emergency calls, they are going to try and revamp the system to provide
faster response times. He is looking forward to National Night out and wants the board to know there is
additional money for this event available through LAPD Boosters.

Q: By Board Member Travers is there a dedicated office for 1) Domestic Violence, 2) Elder Abuse?

A: Rosa Garrett is the Detective assigned to Domestic Violence, does not know the detective for Elder
Abuse, he will find out.

Mary Jerejian, Field Representative for CA Assembly Member Luz Rivas — Cal Trans is planning a clean-up
of problem areas around the foothill area. On June 24" there will be a clean-up of the 210 Freeway from La
Tuna Canyon Blvd. to Sunland Blvd. The state is also funding clean-ups of homeless sites. The
representative is also planning workshops for fire safety, and obtaining grants. They are also looking for
nominees for a Local Small Business of the Year Award.

Eve Sinclair, Area Director for Councilwoman Monica Rodriguez — could not be here today but provided this
written update to Board Members which is read by President Grant:

1. NVCH renovation is complete!

2. 200 new Go Human traffic safety yard signs are available from our office.

3. Foothill Corridor between Sherman Grove and Apperson has been approved by the LADOT as a new Vision
Zero Priority Corridor, and Foothill/Apperson has been approved as a Priority Intersection.

4. S3 million was secured in the new fiscal year budget to fund the Tujunga Canyon Green Street Project,
which will include significant improvements on both Tujunga Canyon Blvd and on Commerce.



5. $700k was also secured in the new fiscal year budget to help fill the funding shortfall in the Verdugo Pool
renovation project.

6. Our Foothills Communities Visioning Workshop was a great success, and we will be sharing results shortly.
Thank you to all who participated.

Item 4, Comments by Elected Officials / Representatives, DONE, City Departments

SLO Gloria Caloca, Tujunga — there has been a 10% decrease in part one crimes, a 26% increase in
aggravated assault (5 incidents) an 8% increase in property crime. Has received lots of calls about
trespassing, package theft. She suggests that if you are expecting a package; let a neighbor who is home
know. She receives a lot of video footage from watchful neighbors. There are some RV campers on Foothill
Blvd. The homeless situation at Day St and Pali Ave. is being worked on

Q&A:

Q: By Pres. Grant: Is anything being done about Patrick who camps on the sidewalk by Vons, Tujunga?

A: This is SLO’s Contreras’ area. Understands he is messy but he is compliant with ADA or will comply when
requested to clear space. The City Council is working on a revised Section 4118 of the Municipal Code but as
of now the policy is outreach regarding available homeless services, otherwise hands off.

Q: By Board Member Trevor Schmidt — is there anything we can do to influence the City Council on Section
4118?

A: Reach out to them regarding you views on way or the other. Not familiar with all provisions but
understands it puts certain areas, such as around fire hydrants off limits to street camping.

SLO Cesar Contreras, Sunland — He is just back from vacation. Part one crimes are down in Sunland. The
biggest challenge is quality of life issues RV’s parking in front of houses, tent campers. There is still a ban on
enforcement of vehicle camping, he tries to get voluntary compliance. He has heard the policy is going to
change, he is curious about how they are going to implemented. He appreciates the STNC’s support of the
LAPD

Q&A:

Q: By Board Member Hutchinson: She saw a Facebook post about a hit and run accident on Sherman Grove
where the LAPD response was very slow.

A: Patrol officers cannot be bogged down with a Police Report that can take 5 hours. The Valley Traffic
Division lost a lot of officers and they have the same problem, they cannot do enforcement while writing
reports. He sees a lot of red on his screens with officers being stuck on other calls. A non-injury traffic
accident is low priority because these can be reported online.

Q; By Board Member Trevor Schmidt: What is the authority for the moratorium on vehicle camping
enforcement?

A: The reasoning was that people would be less apt to get Covid 19, easier to contact if they were in vehicles
or tents than if they were just on the street.

Eve Sinclair, Area Director for Councilwoman Monica Rodriguez — Covid infection rates are increasing, they
are the worst since March so it may be a while before the moratorium on vehicle camping is lifted. She has
worked on getting no overnight parking on some of the worst areas like Marnice Ave. near Foothill and
Woodward from Foothill to McGroarty. The motion to do the same for Irma Ave. behind the Vons just
passed. The best solution is to call LAHOP to get people housed and off the street.

Foothill from Sherman Grove to Apperson has been added to the high injury corridor. A Vision Zero Engineer
is looking at how to improve safety on this section of Foothill. There is going to be a pop up event at
Sunland Park to discuss this, she will be sending out notices soon. She notes the KSI rate between Fenwick
and Wentworth was halved after the Vision Zero changes were made. The earmark grants for left hand turn
signals at Oro Vista and Mt. Gleason, beacon lights at the fire station driveway and at Wyngate have been
reinstated. The town meeting regarding the 10 million in flood control street and sidewalk improvements
on Oro Vista near Foothill is scheduled for Aug. 4™, There will be a similar 3 million project around Tujunga
Canyon Blvd. and Commerce. The $100,000 grant for improved lighting at Finn Park is out to bid. The
$7,000 to fix the Verdugo Hills pool has been restored and will go out to bid in September.



The ST area under reports 311 requests vs. other areas in CD 7: 16, 900 calls YTD vs. 25,000 Pacoima and
33,000 for Sylmar. Goal is to double 311 calls in the area. She has met with area businesses re 311, is now
working on Apartment Managers and schools. She recently went to Mountainview Elementary where each
student adopted a street to do 311 reporting. Goal should be to make 1 311 call a week. You can download
the 311 app, and send pictures.

Q&A:
By Treas. Babakhanian: He noticed that the sign at Oro Vista and Foothill has blown behind the signal. He
also thinks some sort of mirror to aid visibility at Summitrose and Foothill would be helpful.

Q: By VP Rowe: Now that NVCH is done, can the STNC get their storage area back?
A: NVCH is not open to the public yet. She will check about access for storage only.

Q: By KT Travers: will the improvements around Tujunga Canyon Blvd.
A: Yes they are trying to use native plants, low water plants. There will be a town meeting about this
project.

Q: By Board Member Perdue: is the ST council staff still at Pacoima?
A: No, now that the remodel of NVCH is done, the staff assigned to the ST area is back.

Q: By Pres. Grant: there are many homeless campers behind the Auto Zone
A: A case worker has been notified. Delia at the council office is working on this.

Q: By Board Member Von Gunten: where in the process is no overnight parking on Irma behind the Vons?
A: The motion was just passed by the City Council. There are many areas all over the City requesting this, so
it will probably take a couple of months. The City still can’t tow a vehicle someone is living in. The real
solution is safe parking and outreach to try and find other housing solutions by working with Making it
Happen and other homeless outreach groups.

Q: By Pres. Grant: what is the status of the left hand turn signal at Foothill and Valmont?
A: Since this is outside the high injury corridor, this traffic signal is approved, but without current funding.
The City did improve the crosswalks at this intersection and make it no right on red.

Q: By Board Member Travis Schmidt: Is disappointed at the quality of the recent sidewalk repair near
Verdugo Hills High, all that was done was asphalt patch. It is still a trip hazard.

A: There is a huge backlog citywide of sidewalks in need of repair. There are sidewalks around Mt. Gleason
Middle School and Pinewood Elementary that also need repair. The ADA lawsuit settlement prioritized
sidewalks near bus stops or nearby residences like apartments on Foothill.

Mary Jerejian, Field Representative for CA Assembly Member Luz Rivas — Assemblywoman Rivas is holding
several events this month: Wildfire Preparation on July 28" A small business loan Facebook Live Event on
July 14" and a Cal Trans job fair on July 20", Cal Trans is doing a clean-up event along several freeways in
the area this month: 5, 170, 405, and 118. If you know of any problem areas on these freeways, send her an
email. Her office has gotten a lot of calls about SB 9 and SB 10. SB 9 is still in the appropriations committee.
it is in suspense and they won’t know until after the recess if it is on hold, will be amended or up for a vote.
SB 10 is on the floor and can be voted on, but most likely it will be after the summer recess and may be
amended due to the concerns voiced by many, including Assembly Member Rivas. She is open to having a
community zoom call to clear up some misconceptions about these bills. Her office is still dealing with EDD
complaints, although they are fewer in number.

Discussion and possible action on BONC’s consideration of the proposed amendments to the Code of
Conduct:

Whereas, the Board of Neighborhood Commissioners has before it consideration of amendments to the Code
of Conduct Policy, that are extreme, anti-democratic, and un-American, and

Whereas, these amendments include the following:

“If a Board Member or Committee Member is alleged to have violated either the City’s Workplace Equity
Policy or the Commission’s Code of Conduct, the Department, with written approval from the General
Manager, may immediately suspend the Board Member or Committee Member for a period of up to 90 days”
and

Whereas, punitive action should never be based on an allegation and occur only following due process
involving investigation and a hearing and provide the accused the right to a presumption of innocence and
opportunity to mount a defense, and

Whereas, the following clause grants authority to arbitrarily impose suspensions at the sole discretion of an
individual who is not accountable to anyone.

“The Department shall be the sole decision-maker with respect to a suspension. The Board Member or
Committee Member may not appeal the suspension decision” and

Whereas, this clause fails to provide adequate protections for the rights of individuals accused of misconduct
and states that any board or committee member may be suspended solely on an allegation, and

Whereas, this is a direct disenfranchisement of the voters who elected the board member and removing a
board member without due process gives DONE the unilateral ability to overturn an election;

Therefore, be it resolved that:

The Sunland-Tujunga Neighborhood Council expresses grave concern regarding proposed amendments to
the Code of Conduct Policy submitted by the Department of Neighborhood Empowerment to the Board of
Neighborhood Commissioners.

Be it further resolved that:

1. BONC is strongly advised to immediately withdraw consideration of the proposed amendments to the Code
of Conduct;

2. In connection with future revisions of Neighborhood Council paperwork, DONE shall request the
Neighborhood Councils appoint a group of representatives to consult with BONC, DONE and the City
Attorney on an ad hoc basis;

3. An aggregate majority of those meeting shall at all times be Neighborhood Council board members;

4. The initial focus of this group shall be to develop and incorporate rules under the City's recently adopted
Workplace Violence Policy into the existing Code of Conduct, including appropriate enforcement actions;

5. Discussion about incorporating the proposed Workplace Equity Policy shall be deferred until such a policy
is formally adopted by the City, if at all; and

6. Any amendments to the Code of Conduct must take into account varying degrees of conduct when
considering suspension and appropriate penalties, if warranted.

7. At all times, policy should require that the minimum correction necessary to address any issue be used;

8. No person shall be suspended or otherwise penalized for that which is protected political speech.

9. No board member or Neighborhood Council affiliate shall be required to waive rights granted under the
Constitution of the United States and the State of California, including but not limited to freedom of speech
and assembly, probable cause and due process.

RE-11 zone, requesting permit to allow development on a lot fronting a street that is less
than 20ft wide and to allow vehicular access from the lot to the border of the hillside area
on a street not continuously improved to 20 ft. width.

To Whom It May Concern:

The Sunland-Tujunga Neighborhood Council (STNC) Land Use Committee (LUC) met with owner George
Bartecek, Rep Jared Johnson, and project engineer Vic Beizai at the July 19, 2021 LUC meeting.

A power point presentation was given showing plans, maps and pictures of the lot in question plus the
other homes on the street. In addition, an early draft rendition of the home was shown.

Fewer than 1,000 cubic yards will be removed so no hauling route permit is required.

Sizing of the home (per lot size) is compatible with other homes on the street.

Set back planned is ten feet instead of required five feet, which allows for extra parking in the driveway
as needed. As the applicant noted, this will help to create a buffer between the street and the
residence.

City Planning has approved plans according to the Specific Plan.

The LUC would like a chance to see the final architectural rendering and the landscaping plans so that
possible suggestions can be made, but in the meantime, support is given.

This letter was approved at the Sunland-Tujunga Neighborhood Council General Meeting held on August
11, 2021 with Aye Nay Abstentions
