PROPOSED PROJECT:

REQUESTED ACTION(S):
The Advisory Agency shall consider:
1. An exemption from CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines, Article 19, Section 15315, Class 15 and Section 15332,

Class 32, and that there is no substantial evidence demonstrating that an exception to a categorical exemption,
pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2, applies.



2. Pursuant to Los Angeles Municipal Code (LAMC) Section 17.50, a Preliminary Parcel Map to permit the subdivision
of one 17,763 square foot parcel into two (2) parcels in the R1-1 Zone.

TESTIMONY AND CORRESPONDENCE - Your attendance is optional; oral testimony can only be given at the public hearing and may
be limited due to time constraints. Written testimony or evidentiary documentation may be submitted prior to, or at the hearing. Decision-
makers such as Associate Zoning Administrators function in a quasi-judicial capacity and therefore, cannot be contacted directly. Any
materials submitted to the Department become City property and will not be returned. This includes any correspondence or exhibits
used as part of your testimony.

PERSONS WISHING TO PROVIDE PUBIC COMMENT: When the Agenda item you wish to speak on comes up, please press *9 to
‘raise your hand”. Following the item presentation, Board staff will unmute those wishing to provide public comment and who have
‘raised their hand” (by pressing *9). When called upon, you can begin to provide public comment for your allotted time. Staff will track
your allotted time and give you a warning before the end of your allotted time, subsequently re-muting your line when your allotted time
has concluded. Should there be any questions from the Board or Planning staff requiring your response, you will again be unmuted.

REQUIREMENTS FOR SUBMISSION OF MATERIALS: Written materials may be submitted prior to the hearing via email to the staff
person listed on this hearing notice. Submissions on the day of the public hearing may not be more than two (2) written pages, including
exhibits and must include the case and agenda item number on the cover or first page. Photographs do not count toward the page
limitation.

EXHAUSTION OF ADMINISTRATIVE REMEDIES AND JUDICIAL REVIEW - If you challenge these agenda items in court, you may
be limited to raising only those issues you or someone else raised at the public hearing agenized here, or in written correspondence on
these matters delivered to this agency at or prior to the public hearing. If you seek judicial review of any decision of the City pursuant to
California Code of Civil Procedure Section 1094.5, the petition for writ of mandate pursuant to that section must be filed no later than
the 90th day following the date on which the City's decision became final pursuant to California Code of Civil Procedure Section 1094.6.
There may be other time limits which also affect your ability to seek judicial review.
